Though the look has changed over time, the varsity letterman jacket
has remained a staple at Holmes Community College throughout the
years. Likewise, the values and fervent Bulldog spirit of the small
agricultural school that opened its doors in Goodman 90 years ago
have stood the test of time and still remain today.

M.E Morehead

Having M.E Morehead as superintendent of Holmes Junior College in
Goodman in 1925, Holmes was able to start its journey to becoming
the excellent college it is today. Unlike today, the campus started with

only three main buildings: the
administrative building, the girl's
dormitory, and the boy's
dormitory. All three were
modernly built with steam heat,
electric lights, running water, and
screening. In 1925, Holmes was
given access to farm acres that
were furnished and included an
effective lab for teaching crops
and grazing. The farm provided
the school with not only
educational resources, but also
with milk for the students.
On )an. 27,1927, Morehead

reported to the Board of

Trustees that 20 students

were enrolled in college work,

15 students were taking
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1925-1935 |

commercial classes, and the college was now offering :
most major sports. After Holmes' quick success,
Morehead soon began plans to expand the

community college into a two-year college. He was
able to achieve his goal with a $12,659.50 loan given
by the Board of Trustees.

On May 24, 1928, members from the Mississippi
Junior College Accrediting Commission visited
Holmes and offered recommendations for
fmprovement such as: the addition of more science

M.C. McDaniel equipment, new roofs, steam heat in the boy's

dorm, construction of a gymnasium, and the
cooperation of other counties in support of the school.

By June 1, 1928, M.E. Morehead was succeeded by M.C. McDaniel as the
new superintendent of Holmes. During McDaniel's first year in leadership,
Holmes was able to make repairs, build a gymnasium, and introduce the
first school newspaper and yearbook that we still know today as The
Growl and Horizons, respectively.

Three months later in September of 1929, the school underwent more
improvements as they added new dormitories for the students, added _
2300 volumes to their library, and formed a school band led by Professor §%
Leonard from Millsaps College.

Holmes continued to grow and progress as it had
in earlier decades. As World War 1l came to an

' end, the college adjusted to post-war life, adding a

veteran's dormitory to campus in 1946.
> ! Additionally, the school obtained two wartime
" naval barrack buildings from the government - free
of charge - that were converted into dormitory
space for boys and apartments for married couples.
Other campus changes included the replacing of
’ the old bleachers with new concrete ones, and the |1 i
2 addition of a manual arts building, a grade-A dairy B R
barn, and an addition to the home economics
building. The former grammar school was also turned into six faculty
apartments.
Additionally, the arch marking the entrance to Holmes Junior College
was completed in November of 1949. Made possible by the combined gifts
N of the High School Senior Classes of 1924 and 1949 and of the College
Sophomore Classes of 1948 and 1949, this structure was built as a

January. The board then appointed Clarence W. Lorance as the fourth
president of Holmes. Branch was appointed to the board in March.

Soon after he became president, construction began on the new gymnasium
and was completed in December of 1951. A new student center was built on
the site of the previous gym. 1t included the canteen, the bookstore, a
recreation hall, and a lobby area.

The Bulldogs football team was particularly strong during this decade. In
1945, Holmes played against Hinds in the first ever junior college bowl game,
the Lions Bowl Game in Laurel. They also played in the Toy and Doll Bowl
Game in Hattiesburg in 1946 and the Lions Bowl again in 1950. After beating
Scooba in the 1950s Lions Bowl Game, the team went on to play in the
Memorial Bowl Game in Jackson and the Gulf Bowl in Del Mar, Texas. They
were state championship winners in 1945-46 and 1950-51.

The Men’'s Basketball Team brought home the state championship trophy
one year later, in 1952.

Ri2) The mid-50s were a rather sad time for Holmes.
TN The beloved President Lorance suffered a severe
" heart attack and died. This happen just four
. months after the student center was destroyed by
' a fire. Upon completion of the newly-rebuilt
'} student center, it was named in memory of
Clarence Lorance for his many years of service and
dedication to the school.

Frank B. Branch, who had served at Holmes
since 1936, was elected by the Board of Trustees
to fill the position as president. He served as a Frank B. Branch
history instructor, contact man, assistant football
coach, head football coach, athletic director, women's basketball coach,
men's basketball coach, track coach,
baseball coach, dean of men, and
high school principal all before
becoming president in 1955.

During his tenure as president,
Branch brought in seven additional
counties to join the two already in
place - Holmes and Carroll counties
- supporting the institution. They
included Attala, 1956; Montgomery,
1958, Grenada, 1959; Choctaw,
1959; Madison, 1961,; Webster,
1963, and Yazoo, 1964. These
counties are all a part of the nine-
county district area that the college
still serves today.

During the 1955-1965 era, Holmes renovated all existing structures and
realized that increasing enrollment would require expansion. The college
bought 128 acres to expand the campus, and the following buildings were
added: McMorrough Library, 1961; Motel Dormitory for Boys, 1962; Attala
Hall, 1962; Carroll Cafeteria, 1963, and Montgomery Fine Arts Building, 1965.

Athletics and academic groups flourished during this period as well. The
men's basketball team won the state championship in 1956, and Holmes
added tennis as an athletic offering again after an 11-year hiatus from
campus. Bulldog football player Tornmy Guthrie played in the first annual
Junior College All-American game, and Holmes alumni were proud to watch
Ode Burrell, a former standout Bulldog football player, sign a professional
contract with the Houston Oilers in 1964. Burrell was later inducted into the
Holmes Sports Hall of Fame.

In 1959, the international honor society Phi Theta Kappa granted Holmes
its first chapter and the Kappa Alpha chapter was founded. Today, all three
campuses have PTK chapters; Alpha Lambda Sigma Chapter in Ridgeland;
Alpha Mu Beta in Grenada, and the original chapter, Kappa Alpha, in
Goodman.

- The late-70s and early-80s were some of the
} most pivotal years for the college. Frank B. Branch
il decided to retire in 1976 and M.R. Thorne replaced
 him as president. Thorne had been at Holmes since
. | 1959; first as an industrial education instructor, then
as a drafting and design technology instructor, and
then as director of vocational-technical education.
He served as administrative assistant to the
president under Branch for one year before being 1
’ named president in 1976. Thorne served in this
i | capacity until his retirement in 1989.
In the athletics department, the A.A. Derrick Jr.
Field House was dedicated in 1976 and a new track was completed in
1979. Also, a building to hold the mechanics shop and welding shop was
added in 1978. That same year, Madison Hall, a dormitory for male
students, was destroyed by a fire.

Holmes athletic teams continued to excel;
the football team won the state
championship again in 1981.

The greatest change to occur at the college
during these 10 years was the establishment 1
of two commuter campuses, one in '
Ridgeland and one in Grenada, by 1985.

Student Center on the Goodman Campus was complete, and in 1999, the
Goodman Campus bridge was built.

In 1997, Holmes returned to Rosciusko with the opening of the newly-built 3
Attala Educational Center. Holmes vacated the previous Attala County facility 3 i
in 1992, with a promise to return when the county’s board of supervisors b
provided a facility. The Attala Educational Center offers an array of
community, workforce, and academic classes, remaining flexible to meet the
needs of the residents of Kosciusko and Attala County.

Holmes students continued to be recognized throughout the state and
beyond. In 1996, the Bulldog football team won the north half and a trip to
the State Championship. In 1997, the choral groups gave their international
debut in Spain, performing in three cities. In 1998, Goodman students took
home the Ken Wooten Scholars Bowl first place trophy.

At the end of this era, in 2005, Dr. Glenn Boyce was named the eighth
president of Holmes. Under his leadership, Holmes was recognized nationally
as one of the highest achieving community colleges in the country.

In the last 10 years, Holmes has yet to slow down in
the way of progression and expansion. In 2006, the
$8.5 million D.P. "Pat” McGowan Workforce Training

50,000 square-foot training center was designed to
meet the increasing demands for business and industry
training.The center houses career-tech classrooms,
workforce training classrooms/shops/areas, office
space, the GED Center, and an auditorium.

The Grenada Center saw many changes in 2006 as
well; the library was able to move to the Center’'s
newest building, which was twice the size of the
original. The library was dedicated to and named for
former Grenada VP Jack Holmes in 2014.

In 2007, Holmes launched its own Internet portal, "My Doghouse,” which
was upgraded and renamed "My Holmes” in 2015. Student email accounts
were implemented during this time, as well. The conservation law
enforcement technology and the forensic science programs were also added
to the Grenada Center course offerings in 2007.

In 2009, major renovation of the technology building in Ridgeland was
completed with the building being transformed into a student center/ ,
bookstore and nursing classrooms. In 2015, the student union there was |
dedicated to and named for former Ridgeland VP Joe Adams. 2009 also saw
the addition of a welcome center/security booth, a Dazzler practice facility
and the creation of the electrical linemen program in Goodman, as well. %

2010 brought even more growth and development; the Goodman Campus
added a new softball field house, the bookstore/Lorance Student Center was
renovated, and a new science building double the size of the last one was
built in Ridgeland. Holmes also added a brand new maintenance staff

. building in Ridgeland, and added a new, large parking lot.

In 2012, Holmes earned bragging rights when, for the third year in a row,
they took home the Phi Theta Kappa International top prize of Most
Distinguished Chapter (a.k.a. Best Chapter in the World!).

The growth continued, and still does to this day. The Grenada Center



began utilizing a new $8.5 million facility in 2013 which includes three biology
labs, a computer lab, seven faculty offices, an audio-visual room and a large
conference room. The facility was also built to house the new physical
therapy assistant program.

Additionally, in 2014 Holmes received a $1.6 million grant for the
renovation of the Milwaukee Tool building in Kosciusko and subsequent move §
of the Attala Educational Center to that facility. Holmes officially opened the |
doors to the new 76,000 square-foot facility in November of 2015. '

Student achievement steadily continued, as well; in 2013, the Goodman
SkillsUSA chapter saw 33 students place in the state competition, allowing
them the opportunity to go to nationals. The Ridgeland Campus also added
interior design and critical care paramedic to the program offerings that year.

On Sept. 10, 2014, Holmes made history by appointing the youngest
president in the Mississippi Community College system. At age 37, Dr. Jim
Haffey became the 9th president of Holmes, replacing Dr. Boyce. Under Dr.
Haffey, Holmes has reached quite a few milestones already. On June 24,
2015, Holmes celebrated the ribbon-cutting for the Yazoo County Economic
Development and Educational Center in Yazoo City - a new location for
Holmes classes. The new Attala Center then opened its doors in November,
and just weeks later, Holmes officially announced that it had acquired the
approximately 25,000 square-foot building that formerly housed Fitness
Lady, as well as roughly four acres of prime 1-55 Frontage Road access to
expand the Ridgeland Campus territory. Built on a strong foundation, it has
been an impressive 90 years so far, and the future continues to look bright.

He flew an F-4 jet, fighting as a naval flight
officer, participated in two combat cruises, and spent six
years as a POW in Vietnam. Bailey taught naval science
courses at the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill
from 1985-1989. Afterward, he served as assistant
principal of a public high school for 17 years in Anderson,
South Carolina, where he and his wife Suzy reside today.
They have three children; James, Anne, and John, and five
grandchildren; Asling, Katie, Danny, Anne, and Ava.

On Sept. 10, 2014, the Board of Trustees named Holmes County native Dr. Jim Haffey
the 9th president of Holmes Community College. At the age of 37, he became one of the
youngest to serve as president of a college in the state of Mississippi. Since being named
president, he has been instrumental in the growth of the college. A few of the accolades

Attala Center and Yazoo
County location

On Thursday, Nov. 29, Holmes held a ribbon-cutting and open house for The Attala
Center located on West Jefferson Street in Kosciusko. The new facility replaced the former
Holmes Attala Center on Highway 12 near Baptist Medical Center. The ribbon-cutting was
well-attended by Holmes representatives, Attala County Board of Supervisors, elected
county officials, Kosciusko Mayor Jimmy Cockroft, Kosciusko Board of Alderman, as well
as other VIPs, including Rep. Jason White; Chris Richardson, a field rep from U.S. Sen.
Thad Cochran’s office; Steve Russell, executive director of the North Central Planning and
Development District; Randall Lewis and his team from J&H Architects; Paul Jackson and
Son Contractors and others.

Nancy McRight, director of The Attala Center, expressed her sincere gratitude for
everyone that had a part in making the dream of opening the new center a reality. The
70,000 square-foot facility offers academic and workforce training courses, as well as
community workshops. "This center is going to provide limitless opportunities for our
community,” McRight said. Most notably for her role directing The Attala Center, McRight
was recently named one of the Women of Attala 2015 by the Star-Herald. She has also been
named Director of the Year in Adult Education in Mississippi three times.

Following an address by McRight and comments from Holmes President Dr. Jim Haffey,
the ribbon was officially cut and guests were invited to enjoy an open house of the facility
and refreshments.
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On Wednesday, June 24, representatives from the Yazoo County Economic
Development Council, the Yazoo County Board of Supervisors, the Delta
Council, and Holmes - as well as other Yazoo County supporters - gathered
for the ribbon-cutting of the Yazoo County Economic Development and
Educational Center in Yazoo City which became the newest location for
Holmes classes beginning August 2015.

Located at 637 East 15th St. in Yazoo City, the facility provides space for
Yazoo County Economic Development officers’ offices in addition to the
classroom space. The Center offers academic, community and workforce
training classes.

"I cannot express how excited we are about pairing with Holmes," said
Whitney Wood, director at Yazoo County Economic Development District.
"Holmes has always been a part of our community, and anytime I’ve called
on them to help with something, they show up."

Prior to the ribbon-cutting event at the new site, Dr. Jim Haffey, president
of Holmes, served as guest speaker for the Yazoo County Rotary and Lion’s
Club joint meeting.

"I’ve always had a special place in my heart for Yazoo County," Dr. Haffey
said. "Holmes has had a strong presence and positive relationship in Yazoo
County for a number of years, so partnering with Yazoo County Economic
Development Council and the Yazoo County Board of Supervisors to make
Yazoo City Holmes’ newest location just made sense. After substantial
research, we realized that this county has the most potential for growth out of
our nine-district counties. We feel like this community wants us here, and we
want to be here. From the high school dropout who needs to get a GED to the
student who will go on to become a chemical engineer, we work to serve
everyone and don’t want to leave anyone behind.

"We won’t put the brakes on where we see the potential for growth. If we
grow too large for this building we’re starting in, we’ll find more space. If the
community requests a type of class we’re not yet offering here, and it is
something that will prove to be even fairly sustainable, we will make it
happen. The sky’s the limit."
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Holmes buys
Fitness Lady in Ridgeland

In November 2015, Holmes acquired the approximately 25,000-square-foot building
that formerly housed Fitness Lady, as well as roughly four acres of prime I-55 Road
access, to expand the territory of the Ridgeland Campus.

Located at 331 Sunny Brook Road, Fitness Lady was one of the largest women’s health
clubs in the nation, and once renovated, the state-of-the-art facility will provide much-
needed space for multiple purposes. The building will provide a fitness and recreation
center for students and employees from all campuses, space for offices, as well as a site
for additional community outreach initiatives to benefit local citizens and students.

Future plans may include adding a hospitality management program in Ridgeland, and
this expansion provides means to make that possible. The additional acreage will also
allow for an increased presence for the college along the I-55 corridor.

"We are pleased to be able to enhance the overall student experience at Holmes
Community College," said President Dr. Jim Haffey. "Our college has been the fastest
growing community college over the last 10 years, and the success of the Ridgeland
Campus and Madison County has fueled that growth. We plan to use the facility to
change the health and lives of thousands of students in the Holmes district."

The project started in 2014, and culminated with the closing on Nov. 17. The
acquisition was made possible by the Madison County Board of Supervisors in a vote to
increase support to the college.

"We appreciate the support that county leaders have given to us that allows us to
improve and expand our facilities in this manner," said Vice President Dr. Don
Burnham. "Our desire is that these facilities be used to educate and train the workforce
so that Madison County continues to experience an increasing standard of living for all
of it citizens."




Magnolia GOLD
comes to Holmes

Holmes Community College partnered with the Mississippi Army
National Guard to offer a new military science program called Magnolia
GOLD. The "GOLD" stands for Guard Officer Leadership Development.

During the fall of 2015, students had the opportunity to take a course
called Foundations of Officership on the Goodman Campus. In the spring
of 2016, the program extended to the Ridgeland Campus, and a second
course, Foundations of Leadership, was offered.

Magnolia GOLD courses are open to all students with no prerequisites
necessary. The coursework introduces students to the personal challenges
and competencies that are critical for effective leadership. Students learn
how the personal development of life skills such as cultural understanding,
goal setting, time management, mental/physical resiliency, and stress
management relate to leadership, officership, and the Army profession.

This program lends itself to students interested in becoming National

no military obligation required to take the Magnolia GOLD courses.

Graham Named Humanities
Teacher of the Year
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Gwen Graham, an English instructor at the Grenada
Center, was named Holmes Community College’s 2015
Humanities Teacher of the Year. As part of her award,
Graham presented "Ancient Literature and Life’s
Enduring Questions" on Nov. 19 in the Keeton Room
of the Industrial Technology Building at the Grenada
Center. Graham’s presentation focused on "The Epic
of Gilgamesh," the earliest recorded literature,and how
the ancient texts are as relevant today as they were
thousands of years ago.

"The humanities are under attack as we place greater

emphasis on technology and skills; however we
will make a mistake if we ever lose sight of the

Graham said.

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Holmes Community College launched the Physical Therapist Assistant
program on the Grenada Campus during the 2015-16 school year. The
mission of the program: to improve the quality of life in the community by
implementing a quality education program to educate knowledgeable and
marketable physical therapist assistants.

The first cohort of 14 students selected for the two-year program began in
January 2016.
